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Recipe

Kettle Chip Chicken

Ingredients (for 10 people):

5 large chicken breasts

500 ml fromage frais

500 ml mayonnaise

Head of celery, thinly sliced

Bunch of spring onions, thinly sliced
Juice of half a lemon

250 gms grated Cheddar cheese

1 large pkt Kettle Chips

Method :

Firstly, cook chicken in oven
with a little stock and wine, and sea-
soning of choice, at about 180°C for
about 25 minutes - or until just
cooked through and tender. Allow to
cool, and then cut into one-inch
chunks.

In a fairly large mixing bowl,
combine the fromage frais, mayon-
naise, celery, spring onion and half
the cheese. Season to taste with
salt and pepper, bearing in mind that
the mayonnaise is probably already
seasoned and the Kettle Chips cer-
tainly are - so go slow on the salt!

Place the chunked chicken in
an ovenproof dish, and coat thor-
oughly with the above mix. If there
is any juice left in the dish from cook-
ing the chicken, this can also be
added, together with the lemon juice.

Crush the Kettle Chips and mix
with the remaining cheese. (This can
be done by putting a few holes into
chip bag and hitting with a rolling pin,
then opening bag, adding cheese,

and giving it a shake!)

Cover chicken mixture with chip
and cheese mixture and bake in
oven for about half an hour at 180°C,
or until hot right through and with
topping browned. The chicken has
already been cooked, so be very
careful not to overdo - celery and
spring onions should remain crunchy!

This is delicious hot or cold.

We are indebted to Helen Le Gas-
sicke for this recipe which was much
enjoyed by a recent Sunday Lunch
crowd who were spoilt for choice as
they were also offered Susie Maw-
hood’s delicious Roasted Mediterra-
nean Vegetables with Goat's
Cheese.

On a yacht trip in northern Spain last
September we were anchored in a
bay off Caraminel when a lovely little
gaff cutter sailed in helmed by a
young man who was swinging a lead
line to gauge the depth before an-
choring near us. We asked him
aboard and heard some of the history
of his boat, Mina. She was built in
1929, originally a yawl. James, then
aged 19, had rescued her in a very
dilapidated state and had refurbished
her over two years whilst living
aboard. Interestingly Mina had be-
longed to Frank Parsons who was a

founder member of Yarmouth Sailing

Club. James also re-rigged Mina and
built a yellow dinghy to accompany
him with the delightful name of Miss
de Mina. He was sailing mostly sin-
gle handed - without an engine -
aiming for the Caribbean to take up a
job there. James had already
crossed the Atlantic twice so was no
novice.

Subsequently | have heard that in
early January Mina was caught in a
terrific unforecast storm 74 miles NW
of Casablanca. The boat was rolled
over twice in huge seas suffering
damage to coachroof and dinghy.
After three days in the storm James

activated his EPIRB* which was
picked up by Falmouth coastguard
who co-ordinated a dramatic rescue.
Sadly Mina was lost with everything
James owned, but the 22 year old is
determined to start all over again and
is looking for an old wooden boat to
restore.

It is with great sadness that we have
to tell members of the death of one of
our founder members, George Coul-
son, who had been one of the guiding
forces throughout the life of the Club.
George had been Captain of the West
Wight Scows, a founder member of
the Slipshod Singers, and, in recent
years, one of our Trustees. He was
also, of course, a very keen and suc-
cessful sailor - in Wayfarers, X boats
and in his leaky old Scow, Joxer, and
enjoyed his racing to a good age.
Tony Russell writes:

“If George’s Scow had been a person
it would have been a living miracle.
That boat had more transplants than
the whole of the UK population put
together, including an oak bedhead
made into a transom. Who can forget
the image of spouts of water coming
out of George's bilge pump as he
sailed along?

“It was back in the summer of 2006 at

the West Wight Scows 80th Anniver-
sary celebration that George came

back for a sail in a Scow. | remember
well the trouble | had with him: it was
a sail procession, not a race. How-
ever George, ever the competitor,
could not resist trying to overtake the
whole fleet.”

“When | first appeared at YSC | was
instantly greeted by George who in-
troduced himself, made me welcome
and from then on did everything in his
power to encourage me.
