recall and they needed a team of us
to dismantle, grease and re-
assemble them so heavy were the
blocks and thick the wire involved.
In days of old wooden blocks had a
rope strop or becket fixed round
them lashed or seized tightly. These
days that becket is a stainless strap
with loop to fasten the end of the
rope. The Oppie sheet has a becket
block so that we can make a pur-
chase or tackle (pronounced tay-
ckle) of the assembly by tying off
the end of the sheet to the becket
and the pivot enables the sheet to
have a fair lead whatever tack you
are on. Another characteristic block
is the ‘fiddle’ block where two
sheaves are mounted in cheeks one
above the other. This design saves
space and is much used on bigger
boat mainsheets. There are so
many variations on the basic theme.
Blocks have built in ratchets, jam-
mers and rot proof ball

races. Using modern

materials they can be
incredibly light and

strong. Careful selection

of suitable blocks best

suited to a particular pur-

pose can make a huge

difference to the heave-

ho required.

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The Bosun'’s Corner

The fitting-out of the new training
boats was accomplished over a
work-party Wednesday morning
recently. During the task we fitted
single sheaved, becket and pivoting
shackle blocks for the main sheet —
the specification for these blocks led
to questions about descriptions of
blocks in general. The actual pulley
wheels are sheaves and are accom-
modated in a pair of cheeks to hold
the sheaves on a common axle.
There can be four sheaves (or four
fold) across in a powerful block but
the friction entailed in feeding rope
or wire through more than four can-
cels out the advantage gained. The
bigger the diameter of the sheaves,
and therefore the bigger the block,
the less the friction. You do see
some huge blocks attached to giant
cranes and winches; the biggest |
ever had dealings with were at-
tached to a 50-ton safe-working-
load ship’s derrick. We used this
pretty formidable bit of kit once and
that was to unload two Caterpillar
tractors in Madras. The tractors

were marked at 30 tons each, that
was enough to list the ship as they
swung over the side and, my word,
there was sufficient moaning and
groaning from wires and winches to
send all of the spectators to a safe
distance! Those blocks were four
fold and about 24 inches long as |

Our Easter series was blighted by
awful weather (not too surprising
since it was in mid-March) and April
and May have been “variable”.
