General matters

There are some forthcoming
changes on club management tasks
which | would like to mention.

Damaged equipment in the boat

park

An inspection of the boats around the
club recently revealed quite a lot of
torn and damaged Pico covers, with
broken straps and clips, and many
Oppies with gallons of water in their
covers, sails blowing about, other
equipment lying around and even one
boat which had blown off the top of a
rack in a recent gale.

We have done our best to put things
back and bail out the covers, but, if

Oppie owners are going to leave all
their equipment on the racks over the
winter, it should be tied in securely so
that the wind cannot shift it. Much the
best solution is to take all the equip-
ment away and leave just the hull,
upside down and with no cover on,
tied to the rack. Pico and scow sails
are best removed since the mice like
nothing better than a nice cosy nest
made out of chewed-up sailcloth.

I've been thinking about Kkickers
again (and, no, not Beckham joining
AC Milan), my thoughts inspired by a
book | have been loaned*, a slight
volume of reminiscences by Tom
Sullivan, who for some years during
the mid 1800’'s sailed as an Able
Seaman before the mast.

In midst of a host of gem like stories
he recalls going to look for a job on
the Bolivia, a 378 ton vessel, 147
foot long with a 25 foot beam. She is
alongside in Whitehaven and is
bending on her sails which were
Colling & Pinkney Patent, so there
would be no going aloft to stow or
reef sails, all being done from the
deck. The main jib was also patent,
being round the stay “like a blind on
a roller”. | hope that those salty dogs
among you will forgive my admit-
tance that | had never heard of C &
P and never appreciated that roller
furling jibs were established by this
time. Entering Colling & Pinkney into
Google reveals all, although it is a bit
difficult to fully grasp the technology.

All of this caused me to recall the
roller reefing boom my XOD pos-
sessed and so did the Albacore |
once owned. On both you inserted a
small winding handle into a casting
on the front of the boom that con-
tained a worm and wheel assembly
that wound in the sail round the
boom. In order to have a kicker, at

the same time as the sail came in
you wound a webbing strop into it so
that the strop finished up the right
length to reattach the kicking strap,
the art of this was to judge how
much sail you wanted in and thus
how much webbing to wind in and
how much of a bunt to wind in so as
to finish with the reefed boom about
the usual height. Some practice was
always required.
